Egypt Becomes Russia’s Main Tourist Destination
don’t obtain such certificates won’t get the working 
license from the Ministry of Tourism. 
 
During the meeting, Denseif indicated that Egypt is 
one of the most important tourist destinations 
preferred by the Russian tourist, as the latter enjoys 
visiting Egypt for its warm weather and hospitality. 
Moreover, he praised the distinguished status which 
Egypt enjoys, especially relations with other 
countries politically and socially.  On the other 
hand, Garranah inaugurated the Egyptian suite in 
the tourist Intour market exhibit, and he participated 
in the official inauguration ceremonies that were 
attended by Sirgy Narshkin, vice prime minister, 
and the one in charge of the external trade and 
tourism section, Bouris Physiopholodoviche 
Gronov, the ruler of Moscow, and Fladimeir 
Sterzacovesky, the head of the tourism federal body. 
 
Sirgy Narshkin confirmed that Egypt occupies a 
unique status for the Russian tourist, and that the 
unprecedented numbers of the Russian tourists 
Egypt receives are a clear evidence for this 
testimony – given that Russia was the number one 
source market for Egypt in 2007, with arrivals 
exceeding 1.5 million. Concluding his words, Sirgy 
stressed the profound cooperation between Egypt 
and Russia.  
 
In the presence of the Russian Vice-Prime Minister 
and the Egyptian ambassador to Russia, Ezzat 
Saad, Garranah and Felademeir Sterzacovesky 
signed an agreement for tourist cooperation 
between the two countries that targets setting a 
lawful frame for tourism cooperation between Egypt 
and Russia, particularly in the light of the huge 
increase of the Russian tourist numbers visiting 
Egypt.

Minister of Tourism, Zuhair Garranah, assured that 
Russia topped a list of countries that export tourism 
to Egypt in 2007, with a 52% raise compared to 
2006. 
 
This piece of information has been highlighted 
through Garranah’s meeting with the Russian Vice 
Foreign Minister, Andrea Denseif, in the Russian 
Foreign Ministry during Garranah’s visit to the 
tourist Intour market exhibit in Moscow. He also 
indicated that the Egyptian tourist section is fully 
aware of the Russian tourists’ needs and how to deal 
with them. He referred to the fact that the newest 
tourist studies have asserted that the Russian tourist 
is one of the most extravagant worldwide, and a 
recurrent visitor to Egypt. He added that the Ministry 
of Tourism always seeks to develop the Egyptian 
tourist product through developing the already 
available tourist items, such as diving tourism: there 
has been an agreement with the International 
Austrian Association for diving to work for applying 
the best systems in safety and the criteria of the 
international quality to safeguard the divers and 
protect the sea life. He reaffirmed that by the end of 
2008, all the diving clubs will have to obtain the ISO 
certificate. He also warned that the centers that

Middle East and Africa improving the enhancement 
of air links was seen as crucial. 
The two Ministers also discussed the threat posed by 
terrorism which could impact on the tourism sector. 
The Ministers agreed that there was a compelling 
need to arrest such threat factors in order to protect 
this vital industry.

The second day of the bilateral visit of Foreign 
Minister Rohitha Bogollagama to Egypt began with 
the signing of an MOU between the two 
Governments on Tourism Cooperation, the Foreign 
Ministry said. The signing ceremony was preceded 
by a meeting between the Foreign Minister and 
Zoheir Garranah, the Minister of Tourism of Egypt. 
The two Ministers agreed that there was a need to 
develop new tourism products and diversify the 
existing product base, including the construction of 
facilities to host international conferences, events, 
seminars and workshops. 
Catering to the needs of tourists and providing a 
higher quality service was seen by the two Ministers 
as being of importance for the future development 
of the tourism industry. 
In order to increase connectivity among Asia,

Betlone Financial said “Despite the first quarter of 
the calendar year being a slow period, compared to 
other seasons, the drop in arrivals has slowed, 
compared to previous years, when arrivals dropped 
by a higher magnitude, reflecting the strong growth 
in arrivals generally, and the growth in Arab and 
European tourism in off-seasons.

Tourist arrivals reached 973,700 in February 2008, 
up 6.3 percent from January 2008, and 25.6 
percent from February 2007. 
The number of nights spent in February 2008 
reached 8.9 millions, up 9.6 percent from a year 
before. Arrivals have been witnessing double-digit 
growth since February 2007. Tourist arrivals totaled 
11.1 million in 2007, compared to 9.1 million in

million. He also said that the number of tourist 
nights during the same year was 26.2 million 
nights. 

Zaazou said that the Egyptian tourism trail to Kuwait 
was organized for many reasons; firstly to show how 
much Egypt values its relations with Kuwait, 
secondly, the importance of increasing the number 
of Kuwaiti tourists visiting Egypt, and finally to 
identify the new Egyptian capacities in the tourism 
sector.

Hesham Zaazou, assistant to the Minister of 
Tourism, announced that Arab investment in the 
tourism sector in Egypt has exceeded 83 billion 
pounds. He said that these investments will increase 
during the coming period with the establishment of 
different tourism oriented projects, like shopping 
malls, companies for tourism transportation, 
restaurants, and hotels. 
In a press conference held in Kuwait, Zaazou 
pointed out that the number of Arab tourists visiting 
Egypt during the last year has reached about 2 
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Air and Wings Tours - Egypt, this will be one of our 
best conferences ever.” 
“Egyptian Tourism is booming with new hotel 
developments in Alexandria, Sharm el Sheikh and 
other resorts in the Sinai,’ said Sayed Khalifa. “Our 
product, much more diversified than it was five 
years ago, now has much more to offer the varied 
interests of the American traveler. For this reason, 
we are especially pleased to have this wonderful 
opportunity to showcase Egypt, its ancient past and 
vibrant present, to this highly qualified group of 
American tour operators, travel agents and media.”
